Retrieving and Updating a VPN Client Profile (.pcf) 

Configuring your VPN Client with the current Client Configuration settings is done by importing a new configuration file (a file with a .pcf extension, called a profile) found on the ANOSC-E VPN web page.

To retrieve and import the .pcf file and configure a VPN Client, perform the following steps:

NOTE:  these illustrations are from the current version of the client (4.0). Earlier versions will have slightly different window displays, but similar functionality.

Step 1    Obtain a new VPN Client profile (.pcf file).

This file contains the information to connect to the VPN server and interact with the protected network.

Open your web browser and go to:

     https://www.anosc-e.5sigcmd.army.mil/systems/VPN/
Under the “VPN Downloads Section, select the “Download current pcf file” entry.

Step 2    Download and install the PCF Zip file.

Click on the self extracting pcf file for your area.  At the dialogue box for “open file or save it”, choose open.
Accept the default location and unzip the file.  

(If your browser insists on displaying the file as text, click the file entry with the right mouse button and the “Save Target As…” menu selection, save the file to disk, and then browse to the directory and execute the self-extracting zip file. ) .

Repeat this for your backup server profile and any others you may want.

Step 3    Import the pcf files into the VPN Client

Start the VPN Client software.   The new pcf file should appear in the connection entry list.  If not, (or if you have changed the default location of the VPN client software) then click the Import Icon (or click Connection Entries -> Import).
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A “Look In “ dialog window will open.
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 Browse to the directory where the downloaded profile (.pcf) is located (the default location isC:\5sigcmd\VPN Client\Profiles),  select it,  and click Open.  This will read the .pcf file to the correct location and update the VPN Client application.  

If the profile already exists, you receive a message asking if you want to overwrite it, select yes.

The VPN Client displays a message informing you that your file import was successful

To continue, click OK
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.

Your VPN Client is now configured with the connection entries and parameters specified by the new profile file.   The VPN Client window shows the new connection as a selection.
